What documents are necessary for enrolment?

- Erasmus Credentials (the document that indicates your university of origin, the Erasmus contact person and the
duration of your stay)

- The ECTS Learning Agreement duly signed and stamped (what they intend to study)

- A valid passport or identity card

- European Health Insurance Card

What subjects can they choose?

Is there any language requirement?

We expect incoming exchange students to have sufficient Spanish/Catalan language skills to be successful in their
exchange program of study since most of the Bachelor courses are taught in Spanish/Catalan. We do not ask for any
proof and certificates, as we believe it is your responsibility to make sure that your students have sufficient knowledge
to be able to attend the courses.

Who is the responsible for finding accommodation?

Once the students have been accepted, the Office of International Relations (OIRI) will contact them to ask them about
their accommodation requirements. Before they leave the country of origin, they will be informed of the address of the
accommodation they have booked for them.
