Visa and residence
permits

Students with a non-EU nationality must get a Dutch residence permit, and in many cases,
an entry visa to the Netherlands as well. Please keep in mind that this applies to all Erasmus
students with a non-EU passport, even if they have a student residence permit in another
Schengen country. Once a student has been admitted to an exchange period at Leiden
University, the Admissions Office will work with the student to apply for these documents
on their behalf. Students should note that there is a fee of €600 for visas/permits. To allow
enough time to obtain these documents, it is imperative that all Erasmus students who are
non-EU citizens submit their applications to Leiden before the abovementioned deadlines.
