What you can study at Reading
will be defined by the subject
area of the bilateral agreement
between our universities.
However as an Erasmus+ student
you will be taught in exactly

the same way as full-time,
degree-seeking students at
Reading, integrated fully into the
classroom environment. Modules
will use a variety of teaching
methods including a mixture

of lectures and seminars, and,
where appropriate, laboratory
work.
