PROCEDURES the 1st month of their arrival in Spain.

The University of Alicante assists the students on this procedure upon their
arrival.

HEALTH INSURANCE

Every student must have medical coverage during their stay at the University of
Alicante. It is the students’ responsibility to provide themselves with an
insurance which includes this medical cover along with repatriation.

SPORTS FACILITIES

The University Sports Card allows the students to use the gym, swimming pool,
athletics track, squash courts, tatami area, tennis and paddle courts, table
tennis and changing rooms

TRANSPORT

The University of Alicante has good accessibility by road due to its location
next to exit 70 of the A-70 motorway.

The same A-70 motorway connects the university with Alicante-Elche airport
(exit 72) allowing the visitor to travel comfortably and quickly to the airport.

The students can access the University of Alicante by bus, bike and tram
(TRAM line 2) that links Alicante with the Campus.
