NOMINATIONS:

Before students submit their on-line applicatiomrds, it is required that you send us a
list with the names of the students selected toectonthe UAB within the Erasmus
programme before the dates above detailed to thewiog e-mail address:

The application procedure described above is alal vfor all the UAB affiliated
schools except for Escola Massana and Escola EH$éola Massana and Escola EINA
have only one deadline for applying as an exchatgdent which is the 31st May, and
students wishing to spend an academic stay atgHheesign schools must submit a
portfolio and a paper application form provided thg Schools. All these procedures
have been also explained with more detail by then &zhools to all its Erasmus
partners.

FREE -MOVERS:

As announced two years ago, the UAB does not adcepimover students. For that
reason, any student wishing to spend one or twaestars at the UAB and who cannot
come under the Erasmus scheme, must apply for agmiss a visiting student (fee-
paying).

The rest of the gdis may be chosen among the
different centres of the UAB, provided that groaps still open.

MASTER’'S PROGRAMMES:



After the implementation of the European Space igher Education (ESHE) Spanish
universities are following the 4+1 system (4= 4rya@adergraduate studies (bachelor) +
1 =1 year postgraduate studies (master)). This smélaat in many cases European
students enrolled at master's programmes and tletfalowing at their home
universities 3 year bachelors and 2 year mastarstake subjects at the UAB of our 4th
year undergraduate programmes, as these coursequavalent to the 1st year of other
European master's.

In some exceptional cases, exchange students casintided to take master's modules.
In these cases it is compulsory that the mastestgdinator at the UAB gives the
authorization for admission to the exchange studenthese cases, exchange students
can enrol a maximum of 30 ECTS credits.

Due to the particularities for admission of regudaurdents to the master’s programmes
at the UAB, the admission of exchange studentsnlg possible when the Erasmus
agreement has been signed for a specific masteggmme (the name of the master’s
programme has to be clearly mentioned in the agea®mif the agreement does not
specify any particular master’'s programme, admissioll be done attending the
procedure explained in the first paragraph.

Admission to master’s programmes at the Univergitabnoma de Barcelona (UAB) is
only possible when the agreement specifies a pdatidJAB master's programme.
Otherwise admission will be done at the fourth yefasur 4 year bachelor programmes.

In order to be admitted to a Master's programmidAs8 as an exchange student, it is
compulsory to receive the written approval from tb@ordinator of this Master.
Otherwise, admission will be done to the fourthry@aundergraduate studies.
