 Studies in English (only for non-French speaking students) 
SELF (Study in English, Lyon, France) 

 

Please note that  

- one of the following official tests of English is required : TOEFL IBT, IELTS, TOEIC, 

Cambridge Advanced or Cambridge Proficiency. 

- Students with a B1 level in French have to attend courses in French and cannot 

register for the SELF program.

○ Civil liability insurance:  Civil liability insurance is compulsory for every student (around 20 

Euros for the whole year). It covers for the damages one may cause to other individuals. 

Civil liability insurance can  

- be bought from student additional insurance company (SMERRA or LMDE) 

- be bought when opening a bank account upon arrival 

- be part of a home university insurance package.

SELF students will receive an e-mail from the SELF office regarding their course selection in 

June for students nominated for Semester 1, and in November for students arriving in 

Semester 2.
